The Democracy Commission of the Embassy of the United States of America in the Kyrgyz Republic announces a competition for grant proposals to manage its “Academic Honesty” program for university students.  Under this program, student groups throughout the country have received small grants to educate themselves, their peers and others in the principles of academic honesty, and to create honor codes and student-run honor councils to enforce honesty on campus.  

The grantee will become fully acquainted with the principles of academic honesty and use interactive coaching methods to encourage, inspire, and guide the students in their efforts to reduce cheating, plagiarism, bribery and other forms of academic dishonesty at their universities, while ensuring the projects remain fully student-run.

The grantee will provide similar support for offshoot projects involving teachers and high school students.  Under the guidance of the U.S. Embassy, the grantee will maintain productive relations with university administrations while ensuring the U.S. Embassy is continually informed of the progress of work under this grant.

Proposals will be accepted for grants between ten and twenty-four thousand dollars for work to continue for two academic years. 

Applications will be considered from local non-governmental, not-for-profit organizations only.
