Humanitarian Assistance to the victims of landslide in Alay Raion provided under the auspices of the U.S. Government.
On April 26, 2004 there was a landslide in Alay Raion of Osh Oblast of Kyrgyz Republic. 33 people perished, the landslide covered 7 houses and 11 destroyed, many other people suffered.

In immediate response to this natural disaster on April 29 Counterpart International Community and Humanitarian Assistance Program (CHAP) rendered the immediate assistance to the suffered people as 4 bales of clothing (for adult and children), overshoes (9), boots (12), sleeping bags (10), tents (4) and kitchenware valued at more than $3500. This distribution was done by Mr. Joseph Luke/CHAP/CAR Regional Director and Ms. Bibira Akmoldoeva/Country Director CHAP/Kyrgyz Republic.

Approximately on May 15-16 CHAP awaits two 40-foot containers with humanitarian daily rations and parka liners and will distribute up to one third of these containers to Alay Raion of Osh Oblast.

On May 2-3, representatives of another American Humanitarian organization CitiHope International Dr. Taalaygul Sabyrbekova and Ms. Gulmira Sydykova rendered a humanitarian assistance to each suffered 12 families as flour, rice, sugar, vegetable oil, macaroni, stewed meat, matches, candles (people are leaving in tents with no electricity), and kitchenware (platеs, tee cups, teapot), as well soaps valued at $1,190. CitiHope also donated two vital medicines – antibiotic Ceftin (144 packs) and antihypertensive drug Univask (60 packs) to the local primary health care clinic (FAP) valued at $19,651.
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
