U.S. GOVERNMENT AND BOEING CORPORATION DONATE SCIENTIFIC INSTRUMENTS AND ELECTRONIC TEST EQUIPMENT TO THE NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF STANDARDS AND METROLOGY (NISM) OF THE KYRGYZ REPUBLIC

BISHKEK, KYRGYZ REPUBLIC.  On April 15, 2004 Mr. Clifford Brown, Kyrgyzstan Country Representative for the United States Agency for International Development (USAID), will deliver $172,000 worth of scientific equipment to the Kyrgyz National Institute of Standards and Metrology (formerly Kyrgyzstandard) in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan.  This event will take place at 16:00 on the 4th floor of the National Institute of Standards and Metrology (Kyrgyzstandard) which is located at 197 Panfilov St.

The Boeing Corporation has provided this initial donation of equipment as the first phase of a project, which will provide $3.8 million worth of modern scientific instrumentation and electronic test equipment to the Gosstandards of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan.  Boeing Corporation has teamed with the U.S. Navy and USAID’s Trade Facilitation and Investment Project (TFI) in Central Asia to provide assistance to enable the countries of Central Asia to meet requirements for World Trade Organization (WTO) accession and post-accession compliance and achieve international mutual recognition of test results.  The U.S. Navy will deliver a second donation later this summer.  USAID’s Trade Facilitation and Investment Project will provide training to the staff of NISM on the use of the equipment.

The USAID TFI provides technical assistance and training to Kyrgyz government officials, business owners and business associations on WTO compliance issues, and helps analyze and bring Kyrgyz trade legislation into compliance with WTO requirements.  TFI is also helping NISM reorganize itself into a technical service provider to government and industry and to adopt and implement internationally recognized standards and accreditation rules.  The donated equipment will enhance the capabilities of NISM to provide these support services to local industry, which currently must rely largely on service laboratories abroad, and, ultimately, to achieve mutual recognition of test results internationally.
