US Embassy announces request for 

Grant Proposals: Combating Trafficking in Person (TIP) 

The Democracy Commission of the U.S. Embassy in the Kyrgyz Republic announces a request for grant proposals in the area of combating trafficking in persons (in all of its forms, including situations where people are trafficked through force, fraud, or coercion into domestic servitude, commercial sexual exploitation, forced or bonded labor, coerced sweatshop labor, forced marriage, or other slavery-like conditions).  Applicants should bear in mind the clear distinctions between human trafficking and migrant smuggling.  

Requests may range from $10,000 to $24,000 for projects to take place in 2004-2005.  All proposals must demonstrate substantive participation in the project by relevant Kyrgyz Government ministries, including appropriate letters of support, and may include cooperation with NGOs (including charitable and religious organizations that work with trafficked victims), hospitals and/or health research centers, international and educational organizations.  Proposals may address prevention, protection of victims, or prosecution of traffickers, and may include a substantial informational, educational and training component.  Proposals must also indicate how project impact will be measured.  Participation by alumni of U.S. Government-funded exchange programs is encouraged.  Final proposals must be submitted in English translation.  Only local organizations are eligible to apply.
